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Module Annotation

Andragogy can be understood as a science, a field of study and a field of practice. In the
module, students will be introduced to the concept of andragogy as a field of practice. First,
the basic concepts that andragogy works with are explained, and then the basic context of
adult education, or lifelong learning. The greatest emphasis is placed on the didactic area,
i.e. on the process of adult education. The didactic agents of education, i.e. the educator
and the participant, and the principles that should be followed in adult education to make
the process effective are presented.

a focus on learning the basic terminology, the key categories of andragogy and its didactic
component, i.e. the process of adult education.
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
