The regulation of international trade is based on several sources. Characteristics of 

individual types of sources and definition of their interrelations (intersections). 

Interpretation of selected legal regulations stemming from the following sources - 

international conventions adopted within the World Trade Organization (GATT, GATS), direct 

regulation of international commercial transactions (Convention on the Law of the 

International Sale of Goods - CISG), conflict of laws regulation of relations between traders 

within the EU (Brussels I, Brussels I bis, Rome) and national regulation of conflict of laws 

(Private International Law Act). 

The foundations of the EU’s Common Commercial Policy and its impact on the 

implementation of international trade transactions. 

Settlement of disputes between merchants in international trade by arbitral tribunals; 

enforceability of arbitral awards under the New York Convention (1957).
